Church and Community Center Support Program

Cambodian Hope Organization
Our vision at CHO is to see a network of strong, hope-filled communities, where adequate mental, physical, and spiritual needs are met. To further this vision, CHO is planning to build church/community centers in Cambodian villages along the Thai border. The church/community centers will be a home for a village church and church related activities and will be used for community events such as weddings, counseling, education and basic life skills and funerals. 

Each church/community center will also be an educational facility for teaching the following topics to people in the village: HIV/home based care, hygiene, primary health care, child protection, domestic violence, counseling, leadership, agriculture, animal husbandry, water sanitation, nutrition, child rearing, Cambodian history and culture and etc. Each community center building will be able to hold up to 200 people. 

This Church and Community Support Program will also include a restroom facility with four stalls and a sink; a well to benefit the village and provide water for the restroom; a multipurpose pond for food growth including raising fish, providing water for animals and crops, and act as a source to replenish the well.  Each village will be provided with a Safe House where orphaned, abandoned and at-risk children may receive food, shelter and care. CHO safe houses operate like Christian foster homes.
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We would like to invite churches and other interested parties to prayerfully consider sponsoring a village. Sponsorships may be in whole or in part.
